Distinguished Poster Awards
IRAS will award two Distinguished Poster Awards, one for the best student presentation and
another for the most outstanding contribution by a postdoctoral scholar:

The Eugene D'Aquili Graduate Student Award includes a $100 prize, a certificate of honor from IRAS, and a one-year IRAS membership. 
The Ralph Burhoe Postdoctoral Fellow Award includes a $200 prize, a certificate of honor from IRAS and one year’s membership in IRAS. 
To be eligible for these awards, a student or postdoctoral fellow must have an abstract accepted for presentation at the conference. IRAS will contact eligible applicants and request that each submit a CV, a copy of the submitted abstract, and a letter from an advisor verifying his/her/their work. Criteria for these awards are that the poster 1) is potentially publishable in a peer-reviewed journal or book; 2) includes sound methodology appropriate to the issues being analyzed or synthesized; 3) discusses the implications of his/her/their thesis or findings for religion and science; and 4) includes a statement from a faculty mentor verifying that the poster represents the presenter’s own work as a student or postdoctoral fellow. The student and postdoctoral fellow must also present their work during the conference.
